The event is free and open to the public.

Hill Harper is a film, television, and stage actor, best known for his work on the CBS drama CSI: New York. Harper has also starred in the CBS dramas The Handler and City of Angles. Additionally, he made guest appearances on The Sopranos, ER, The Fresh Prince of Bel-Air, Married...with Children, and NYPD Blue.  In addition to his television work, Harper has starred in a number of films and theatrical productions.  He is also a member of the Black Folk's Theater Company of Boston, an African American traveling theater group.
Harper is the author of the books Letters to a Young Brother and Letters to a Young Sister, which are intended to provide life lessons for youth.  He also wrote How Men and Women Can Build Loving, Trusting Relationships. Harper founded the Manifest Your Destiny Foundation, a non-profit youth organization that strives to empower underprivileged youth to succeed. The organization provides young men and women with support systems and resources, through mentorship, scholarship, and grant programs.

Union Board Lectures Director George Thomas explained why Harper was chosen as the keynote speaker for Black History Month. “I believe that Hill Harper is an excellent person to bring to campus to speak on the topic of diversity. His success is honorable, and he is a role model for all students,” said Thomas. The Indiana University Memorial Union Board is the largest programming body on the Bloomington campus.  The board, which also serves as the governing body of the Indiana Memorial Union, strives to organize a diverse range of events and activities around which students may come together.
